The Club has enjoyed 
a successful road 
racing season for 
2011, gaining SCC’s 
highest number of 
points in the regional 
British Cycling Road 
and Track rankings 
since before 2006! 
 
Club racers had 
particular success at 
the South 
Staffordshire and 
Shropshire Cycling 
Clubs Road Racing 
League 
(SSSCCRRL), where 
orange jerseys 
dominated the field 
and clocked up a 
number of top ten 
finishes across the 
series. 
 
Several of the riders 
who were new to road 
racing for this season 
had particular 
success, with Simon 
Waldron and Mark 
Ward picking up 
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enough British 
Cycling points to 
move from 4th 
Category riders to 3rd 
Category, while Chris 
Mason secured 
enough points to take 
him from 4th Category 
to 2nd Category all in 
the first six months of 
their racing careers! 
 
Chris, aged 26 from 
Netherton, said: “I’m 
really proud to be 
racing for SCC this 
year and really 
chuffed to have 
moved from 4th 
Category to 2nd 
Category in less than 
six months of racing.  
I’m really looking 
forward to the road 

racing season next 
year, and will be 
training hard over the 
winter, and would 
love to see more club 
members give racing 
a go.”
